your advisor.

If you can't
find the answers to your questions or you need help with any-

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Once you arrive at camp you will need to gather your troop together. A staff mem-
ber will find you and guide your troop through check-in and escort you to your camp-
site. Once there, drop off your gear, buy don’t unpack yet. There will be time for that
later. Your troop will need to change into swimsuits for your swim tests. While they
are getting ready, you, your staff guide, and a troop leader will need to do a campsite
inspection. Check for anything that needs to be repaired or replaced. We want to
make sure your campsite is ready for the week. You and your troop leader will sign
the sheet when the inspection is finished. Your guide will sign the sheet when the in-
spection is finished. Your guide will then take your troop through the rest of check-in.
This includes photos, swim tests, medical checks, dining hall orientation, shooting
sports orientation, and a general tour of camp. When check-in is finished, you can re-
turn to your campsite and set up.

QUARTERMASTER

While inspecting your campsite with your guide, you will notice some essential
items such as some wood tools, latrine supplies, and cooking supplies if you are doing
patrol cooking. Your guide will check these with you and take care of anything that is
missing or needs to be replaced. If you need any other supplies or equipment, have
your Troop Quartermaster see the camp clerk for assistance. If you find yourself in
need of anything throughout the week come to the same place.
